Those of you who have supported and followed Animal Alliance since the
beginning know how far we have come in the last 15 years -- we have grown from our modest
start in 2002 as a small rescue group into a substantially sized, freestanding animal shelter that
places hundreds of animals each year with wonderful adopters. Adjacent to our shelter is our low cost
spay/neuter & wellness clinic, Planned Pethood, soon celebrating its 9th year of operation. Each year,
thousands of pets will be spayed/ neutered and vaccinated at an affordable cost at this facility. Our
skilled veterinarians also deliver basic wellness services for animals with minor health care
issues to help keep them out of shelters.

Preventing pet relinquishments to shelters by aiding pets and their owners is an
essential component of our work, beyond our core mission of pet adoption and
spay/neuter. One of the top 3 reasons pets are brought to shelters is financial con-
straints of the family and inability to provide vet care. We help bridge the gap for
people that want to keep their pet and provide it with proper care, but lack the funds
necessary to do so.

eat around the clock while our vets worked
overtime to treat her medical needs. Within

a month, Lauren was well on her way to
recovery, and was “reborn” as a behavior-
ally challenged puppy. Because she was sick
for so long, and unnaturally confined in a
too-small cage in a dark basement, Lauren
was never properly socialized with other
dogs and needed new “life skills” to ready
her for adoption. Pet Campus in Pine Hill,
PA took her in as a charity case and provided
her with a high level of training in addition

to dog day care and free boarding. Lauren

ALUMNI FLASHBACK: Oakley!

Just 2 years ago, Oakley was lying in a cage
in a shelter, where mange had overtaken

his little body, and opportunistic secondary
infections were causing him constant pain.
Animal Alliance answered the call for help
from the shelter where he would have other-
wise lost his life. We rushed him to Animal
Alliance, where he started on his journey to
recovery. Mange is a disease of the immu-
nosuppressed so we often see it in exhausted
and malnourished strays like Oakley. This
sweet dog needed lots of medications, vet
visits, special shampoos and dips, and his
care was overseen by a veterinary dermatolo-
gist. In a few months, he was as good as new
and quickly adopted by his foster family.
Today, Oakley is a joyful, healthy boy who
regularly visits a local nursing home as a
therapy dog with his guardian Zora Sabrina
of Hopewell, NJ.

CATS!

Cat overpopulation in the U.S. is a dramatic problem. There are collectively 8 cats to every
1 dog in our nation’s shelters, and millions of feral cats roaming outdoors. Feral cat colonies
are everywhere, & many are fortunate to have
compassionate caretakers who feed the cats and
look out for them. Animal Alliance assists feral
cat caretakers by providing a special extremely
low “Good Samaritan” fee at our Planned Pet-
hood Spay/Neuter Clinic for TNR (Trap, Neuter,
Return) cats — they are humanely trapped by their
caretaker, & then spayed/neutered, rabies vac-
cinated and ear tipped to identify them as a TNR
cat. We also have a cat adoption program and

a cat food pantry that provides donated food to
financially challenged pet owners and feral cat
